Our Way Home is a multidisciplinary art event organized as a part of the Arts Management Masters course at IED (Istituto Europeo di Design) in collaboration with 369gradi. The young, international arts managers are coordinating and curating this event, which will take place on February 16, 2017 at Carrozzerie n.o.t from 7 to 11 pm.

A call was launched in December, 2016 inviting contemporary artists to present their works based on their experiences of home. 

“The place we come from, along with the unique eccentricities of our family, culture, and traditions, is what we call home. When uprooted from home, by choice or force, we encounter new places and forge new relationships, evolving our identities. What makes us feel at home, might be less about physical needs and more about atmosphere, relationships and feelings of inclusivity and harmony. The little actions, objects, words or sounds that provide a sense of belonging are crucial to our understanding of ourselves and our identities. For when we are at home with ourselves we can feel at home with the world and people around us.”
Numerous applications from all over Europe were received from a variety of media, and the artists listed above were selected.
Our Way Home takes place at Carrozzerie n.o.t, an emerging performative space in an artistic neighbourhood of Rome, that is currently used for theatre, dance, performances and artistic workshops. Throughout the evening there will be continuous interactive performance pieces engaging the audience. The event is organized by a group of young professionals from 11 different countries (Austria, China, India, Germany, Spain, Macau, Mexico, United Kingdom, USA, South Korea, Taiwan). They have all left home and are working in a new place to create this event, conceived to help define the journey of discovering again, or creating anew, a sense of home.
